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On pseudocyclic association schemes
An association scheme is an edge-coloring of a complete graph 
which satisfies certain regularity conditions. In my lecture I'll show 
the connection between association schemes and table algebras. I'll 
give a brief introduction into theory of association schemes and 
show how table algebras can be applied to different problems aris-
ing in the theory of association schemes.

A pseudocyclic association schemes were introduced by 
D.H.L. Hollman in 1982.  We extended this notion for non-
commutative schemes.   In the talk the recent results about 
pseudocyclic non-commutative schemes will be presented.
It will be shown how these schemes are related to block 
designs and permutation groups.
